











We will only transfer personal data to jurisdictions outside the European Economic Area (EEA)
if it has a recognised and adequate level of protection for data protection purposes.
Transferring data outside of the United Kingdom requires the Trustees’ approval.

The Board of Trustees will ensure an annual review of all their processing for the purpose of
the Annual Notification with the Information Commissioner's Office.

We will ensure that all individuals are made aware of the identity of the data controller, the
reasons why personal and sensitive personal data are required to be processed, how they will
be processed, how they will be securely stored, disposed of and when we need their consent
to share this information. -

We acknowledge that individuals have rights under the Data Protection Act 2018 and the UK
General Data Protection Regulation to request that their personal data are deleted or
corrected if the information is inaccurate, excessive or out of date.

We recognise and acknowledge that individuals have the right to make a request in writing
for access to and be provided with a copy of their personal information. Therefore, we have
created and published a subject access request procedure.

We recognise and acknowledge that individuals have rights to prevent processing causing
damage or distress to them, in relation to automated decision making and to opt-out of
processing for direct marketing purposes.

We will follow the Information Commissioner's Codes of Practice and applicable best practice
across the Information Governance field when developing policy and procedures.

We will ensure all third parties (‘data processor’) have relevant data processing contract
obligations and management processing agreements in place where B30SBFB (as the ‘Data
Controller’) contracts out services/functions involving living individuals’ personal data. These
requirements will be provided as:

° Part of the initial contract;
° A separate data processing agreement; or
o If a contract is already in place, a contract variation with due process.
